EN 210 - Gothic Literature

Elements of romanticism, fantasy, and horror combine to create works known as Gothic literature. This course
studies the elements of gothic literature through close readings of several works of the genre. (Examples of
gothic literature include Frankenstein, Dracula, “Fall of the House of Usher,” “The Legend of Sleepy Hollow”,
and “The Call of Cthulhu?' among others.)
